Publikécia ,EU SILC 2018 - Indikatory chudoby
asocialneho  vyli¢enia® poskytuje prehfad o
zakladnych indikatoroch  chudoby a sociélneho
vyli¢enia, pre ktoré je zdrojom dat vyberové
Statistické  zistovanie EU SILC 2018 (UDB
20/06/2019).

Uz od roku 2005 Statisticky Urad Slovenskej
republiky realizuje na Slovensku vyberové zistovanie
0 prijmoch a Zivotnych podmienkach domacnosti
(EU SILC). Ide o harmonizované zistovanie Clenskych
Statov EU, ktorého ulohou je zabezpedit produkciu
pravidelnych, ~ v€asnych  akvalitnych  Udajov
o prijmoch, chudobe a socialnom vyliéeni. Zistovanie
EU SILC sa stalo zdrojovou zakladriou pre analyzy
Zivotnej Urovne obyvatelstva, ako ipre koncepcné
zamery a  prijimanie  opatreni  smerujucich
k zvySovaniu kvality Zivota obCanov SR. Indikatory
chudoby a socialneho vylucenia prezentované v tejto
publikacii su jednym z hlavnych vystupov z tohto
zistovania. Dokumentuju Uroven a Struktiru chudoby
na narodnej Urovni azarovefi su podkladom pre
analyzy o chudobe a socialnom vylu€eni v ramci
krajin Eurdpskej Unie. Na narodnej Urovni nam
zistené Udaje umoZiuju sledovat chudobu a sociélne
vyluCenie zviacerych aspektov a dimenzii -
z hladiska vyvoja chudoby v ¢ase, z hladiska zloZenia
domacnosti, ale aj zhladiska zdravia, vzdelania
a pod.

Prvd kapitola publikacie je zamerana na
chudobu a jej viacero konceptov. Jej stc¢astou su aj
definicie  celkového  hrubého,  disponibilného
a ekvivalentného prijmu domécnosti a definicia veku
0sob.

Druhd kapitola je Clenena na niekolko
podkapitol, v ktorych su analyzované jednotlivé
vybrané indikatory prijmovej chudoby v podmienkach
SR, ato vrdznych Cleneniach. Pre komplexnejSie
pochopenie dopadov chudoby su indikatory doplnené
oanalyzu prijmovych nerovnosti a materiaine]
deprivacie (pocit nedostatotného uspokojenia potrieb
domaécnosti a jej Clenov).

Tretia kapitola publikacie struéne popisuje
hlavné ciele stratégie Europa 2020, ktoré urCuju smer
vyvoja hospodarstva EU do roku 2020.

INTRODUCTION

Publication ,EU SILC 2018 — Poverty Indicators
and Social Exclusion“ provides summary on basic
indicators of poverty and social exclusion, for which
the sample statistical survey EU SILC 2018 (UDB
20/06/2019) is data source.

Since 2005, the Statistical Office of the Slovak
Republic has carried out sample survey on income
and living conditions of households (EU SILC) in
Slovakia. It is harmonized survey within EU Member
States with the goal to ensure production of regular,
timely and high quality data on income, poverty and
social exclusion. EU SILC survey has become basic
source for analyses of living standards of population
and also for conceptual plans and taking measures
towards improving quality of life of Slovak population.
Poverty and social exclusion indicators presented in
this publication are one of the main outputs from
mentioned survey. They document level and structure
of poverty at the national level and they are the basis
for the analysis of poverty and social exclusion within
the EU countries at the same time. At the national
level, collected data allow us to monitor poverty and
social exclusion from many aspects and dimensions -
in terms of the development of poverty over time, in
terms of household structure, but also in terms of
health, education, etc.

The first chapter of publication is focused on
poverty and its several concepts. Definitions of total
gross, disposable and equivalised household income
and definition of age of persons are also its part.

The second chapter is divided into several
subheads, in which individual selected indicators of
poverty are analyzed in the conditions of the Slovak
Republic, namely in different breakdowns. For more
complex comprehension of impacts of poverty
indicators are supplemented by analysis of income
inequalities and material deprivation (feeling of
inadequate satisfaction of household and household
members’ needs).

The third chapter briefly describes main targets of
the Europe 2020 Strategy, which determine the trend
of economic development by 2020. Meeting these
targets is monitoring through measurable indicators.
One of these strategic targets relates directly to
poverty issue and for measuring this target there was

1. Chudoba a meranie chudoby

Chudoba  predstavuje  zlozity, = mnoho-
dimenzionalny socialny jav a pri jej definovani a
merani sa vzdy vychadza z merania konkrétneho
konceptu.

To znamend, Ze tak ako neexistuje jedina alebo
spravna definicia chudoby, neexistuje ani jediny
vSeobecne prijaty spdsob jej merania. Kazdé meranie
chudoby znamena, Ze meriame len urcity koncept
chudoby.

Existuje viacero konceptov chudoby, ktoré su
zatriedené podla mnozstva kritérii, pricom sa tieto
triedenia vzajomne prekryvaju. Rozliduju sa napriklad
dvojice kategdrii konceptov chudoby, ako su:
absolutny a relativny, priamy a nepriamy, objektivny
asubjektivny  koncept. Vtejto  publikdcii sa
zameriame na analyzu medzinarodne definovanych
a porovnatelnych indikatorov chudoby a sociélneho
vyluCenia, ktoré  vychadzaju  z ekvivalentného
disponibilného prijmu domacnosti zadefinovaného
vzistovani EU SILC. Tieto indikatory merajl
nasledujuce koncepty chudoby:

- relativny koncept - relativna miera chudoby
vychadza zhodnotenia (porovnania) prijmov k
uréitej strednej hodnote, vnaSom pripade k
narodnej hranici chudoby,

- nepriamy koncept - meranie chudoby sa realizuje
prostrednictvom disponibilného prijmu domécnosti,
pricom sa neberu do Uvahy vydavky doméacnosti,

- objektivny koncept - hranica chudoby sa
nestanovuje  subjektivne, ale na zaklade
nezavislych a objektivne vybranych kritérii.

Obdobie, za ktoré sa zistuju prijmy pouzivané
pri vypocte indikatorov (prijmové referenéné obdobie),
je kalendarny rok predchadzajuci roku zistovania, t. j.
pre zistovanie EU SILC 2018 predstavovalo prijmové
referenéné obdobie kalendarny rok 2017.

Celkovy hruby prijem domacnosti, definovany
v zistovani EU SILC, zahffa prijem vSetkych €lenov
domacnosti a zlozky prijmu, ktoré boli sledované na
urovni domacnosti. Obsahuije: prijem zo zamestnania
(hruby pefazny prijem zo zamestnania a jemu blizky
prijem), nepefazny prijem z vyuZivania sluzobného
auta, hrubé penazné zisky alebo straty zo samostatne
zarobkovej Cinnosti  (vratane honorarov), prijem
z majetku (prijem z prenajmu majetku alebo pozemku
a uroky, dividendy, zisk z kapitalovych investicii do
neregistrovaného podniku), bezne prijaté transfery
ako su socidlne davky (rodinné davky a prispevky

1. Poverty and mesurement of poverty

Poverty is a complex, multi-dimensional social
phenomena and in defining and measurement it, is
always based on measurements of a particular
concept.

It means that, as not the only one or the right
definition of poverty exists, nor the only one generally
approved method for measurement of poverty exists.
Each measurement of poverty means that we measure
only some poverty concept .

Various poverty concepts exist, which are
grouped according to many criteria, where these
groups overlap each other. There can be distinguished
for example couples of categories of poverty concepts
such as: absolute and relative, direct and indirect,
objective and subjective concept. In this publication we
aim at analysis of internationally defined and
comparable indicators of poverty and social exclusion,
which are based on equivalised disposable household
incomes defined for EU SILC survey. These indicators
measure following poverty concepts:

- relative concept - relative at-risk-of-poverty rate is
based on evaluation (comparision) of incomes to
relevant mean value, in our case to national poverty
threshold,

- indirect concept - measurement of poverty is
realized through disposable household incomes,
where household expenditures are not taken into
account,

- objective concept - poverty threshold is not set up
subjectively, but on the basis of independent and
objectively selected criteria.

Period, which is used for incomes in calculation
of indicators (income reference period) is calendar
year preceding the year of the survey, i.e for EU SILC
2018 income reference period was calendar year
2017.

Total gross household income, defined in EU
SILC survey, includes gross personal income
components for all household members and gross
income components observed at household level. It
comprises of: employee income (gross employee cash
or near cash income), non-monetary income from
using company car, gross cash benefits or losses from
self-employment (including royalties), income from
property (income from rental of a property or land and
profit from capital investments in unincorporated
business), regular transfers received, such as social
benefits (family/children related allowances, housing

Celkovy disponibilny prijem domacnosti je
definovany ako hruby prijem doméacnosti, od ktorého
su odpocitané pravidelné dane z majetku, pravidelné
platené transfery medzi domacnostami (napr.
vyzivng, pravidelnd peflaznd pomoc  inym
domacnostiam) a dane zprijmu a prispevky na
socialne poistenie.

Ekvivalentny disponibilny prijem domécnosti je
disponibilny prijem domacnosti vydeleny
ekvivalentnou velkostou domacnosti. Pre vypocet
ekvivalentnej velkosti domacnosti sa v zistovani EU
SILC poziva tzv. modifikovana OECD S$kéla, na
zaklade ktorej je kazdému prvému dospelému Clenovi
domacnosti priradeny koeficient 1, kazdému druhému
a dalSiemu dospelému ¢lenovi domacnosti a 14-
roénym a star§im osobam koeficient 0,5 a kazdému
dietatu mladSiemu ako 14 rokov koeficient 0,3. Takto
vypoCitany  ekvivalentny  disponibilny  prijem
domacnosti je nasledne priradeny kazdej osobe
v ramci domacnosti.

Vek os6b je definovany ako vek, ktory osoba
dosiahla ku koncu prijmového referenéného obdobia.
Pre zistovanie EU SILC 2018 je to k 31. decembru
2017.

allowances, unemployment benefits, old-age benefits,
survivor' benefits, sickness benefits, disability benefits,
social exclusion not elsewhere classified (e.g. in
material need  assistance)), education-related
allowances, income received by people aged under 16
years old and regular inter-household cash transfers
received.

Total disposable household income is defined as
gross household income minus regular taxes on
wealth, regular inter-household cash transfer paid (e.qg.
alimonies, regular cash support to other households)
and tax on income and social insurance contributions.

Equivalised disposable household income is
disposable household income divided by equivalised
household size. For calculation of equivalised
household size, modified OECD scale is used in EU
SILC survey, on the base of which coefficient 1 is
assigned to each first adult household member,
coefficient 0.5 to each second and other aduld
household member and 14 years old and over
persons and coefficent 0.3 to each child below 14
years. This calculated equivalised disposable
household income is then assigned to each person
within household.

Age of persons is defined as the age reached by
person at the end of income reference period. For EU
SILC 2018 it is up to December 31-st 2017.

2. Selected indicators of poverty and
social exclusion based on cross-
sectional component of EU SILC 2018

2.1 At-risk-of-poverty threshold, illustrative
values

The at-risk-of poverty threshold is set at 60% of
the national median equivalised disposable income.
The value of the at-risk-of-poverty threshold is
expressed in PPS (purchasing power standards)' and
in EUR. The value is expessed for following illustrative
household types:

- single person household,

- household with 2 adults with two children under

14 years old.

zEU SILC 2018 bola pre jednolenni domécnost
4 477 Eur, ¢o predstavuje sumu priblizne 373 Eur na
mesiac. Medziroény narast samotnej hranice chudoby
pre tento typ domacnosti predstavoval priblizne 14 Eur
na mesiac. Pre domacnost 2 dospelych s 2 detmi do
14 rokov bola celkova rocna hodnota hranice rizika
chudoby na drovni 9 402 Eur, ¢o pre tento typ
domacnosti predstavovalo priemerne 784 Eur na
mesiac. V porovnani s predchadzajucim rokom iSlo o 4
%-tny narast (v absolutnom vyjadreni priblizne 30 Eur
na mesiac).

calculated from EU SILC 2018 was in the case of
single person household 4 477 Eur, what means the
sum nearly 373 Eur per month. Year-to-year increase
of at-risk-of-poverty threshold was approximately 14
Euro per month. For household comprised of 2 adults
with 2 children aged under 14 years old, total annual
amount of at-risk-of-poverty threshold was 9 402 Eur,
what for this type of household meant 784 Eur per
month in average. Compared to previous year it was
increase by 4% (in absolute values approximately 30
Eur per month).

Purchasing power parity represents currency conversion rates that convert economic indicators expressed in national currencies to
a common currency standard named purchasing power standard (PPS), which eliminates effects of different price levels among countries.
Purchasing power parity is calculated on the base of prices and volume of sale of goods, which are comparable each other and
representative for countries concerned in comparison. Basis for calculation is European Comparison Programme (ECP), where national
statistical offices including the Statistical Office of Slovak Republic take part in.



2.2 Miera rizika chudoby

Miera rizika chudoby predstavuje podiel o0sdb
(vpercentach)  vcelkovej  populdcii,  ktorych
ekvivalentny disponibilny prijem sa nachadza pod
hranicou rizika chudoby.

Indikator miera rizika chudoby ovplyviiuje
mnozstvo faktorov. Za najvyznamnejSie faktory
mbdzeme vo vSeobecnosti povazovat regionaine
hladisko, vek, typ domacnosti, pracovna intenzita
domacnosti, najéastejsi status ekonomickej aktivity,
vlastnicky vztah k obydliu. V tejto Casti sa zameriame
na analyzu miery rizika chudoby podra vSetkych vysSie
spominanych faktorov.

Podla EU SILC 2018 bolo rizikom chudoby
ohrozenych 12,2 % obyvatelov Slovenska (priblizne
650 tisic 0sdb). V porovnani s predchadzajticim rokom
nastal mierny pokles - o 0,2 percentualnych bodov
(p.b.). DetailnejSie vysledky zistovania EU SILC 2018
vo v8eobecnosti potvrdzuju sice mierny, ale predsa len
pozitivny trend vo vyvoji chudoby na Slovensku.

Je zname, Ze Slovensko sa dihodobo zaraduje
medzi krajiny s vyraznymi hospodarskymi a socialnymi
rozdielmi medzi regionmi. Nerovnomernost medzi
jednotlivymi krajmi Slovenska suvisi predovsetkym
s roznym ekonomickym rozvojom regionov. Problémy
chudobnejSich krajov sa prehlbuju aj v désledku stéle
pretrvavajucich aspektov ako je napr. nedostatoéne
rozvinuta infradtruktdra, pomalé tempo budovania
dopravnej siete, slabSie sa rozvijajice podnikatelské
prostredie a taktieZ nizSa vzdelanostna Uroven Casti
obyvateflstva.

Tieto regionélne disparity medzi jednotlivymi
krajmi méZeme sledovat aj v miere rizika chudoby.
V predchadzajucich rokoch bola najvy$Sia chudoba
v PreSovskom kraji. Ak zohladnime narodnu hranicu
rizika chudoby mbdZeme jednotlivé kraje z hladiska
vySky miery rizika chudoby rozdelit do 3 skupin.
NajvySSia miera rizika chudoby bola zaznamenana v
PreSovskom a Banskobystrickom kraji (18,4 % a 17,6
%). Druht skupinu tvoria KoSicky a Zilinsky kraj, kde je
miera rizika chudoby mierne vysSia ako je na urovni
SR. Najmenej ohrozenym krajom z hladiska chudoby
nadalej zostdva Bratislavsky kraj, kde miera rizika
chudoby bola na urovni 4,3 %. Pod Uroviiou SR boli aj
vSetky tri kraje zapadného Slovenska - Nitriansky,
Trnavsky a TrenCiansky kraj (10,8 %, 7,9 % a 6,6 %).
Z hladiska medziroéného porovnania miera rizika
chudoby klesla uvSetkych krajov s vynimkou

2.2 At-risk-of-poverty rate

The at-risk-of poverty rate is defined as the
percentage of persons in the total population with an
equivalised disposable income below the at-risk-of-
poverty threshold.

Indicator the at-risk-of poverty rate is influenced
by many factors. Generally as the most important
factors we can consider regional aspect, age,
household type, the most frequent activity status,
accommodation tenure status. In this part of
publication we will aim at analysis of at-risk-of-poverty
rate by all factors mentioned above.

According to EU SILC 2018 there were 12.2 % of
population in Slovakia at-risk-of-poverty (more than
650 thousand persons). In comparison with the
previous year, there was a slight decrease - by 0.2
percentage point (pp). Detailed results of EU SILC
2018 generally confirmed although modest but still
positive trend in the development of poverty in
Slovakia.

It is known, that Slovakia has long been one of
the countries with significant economic and social
disparities between regions. Irregularity between
individual regions of Slovakia is mainly due to with
different economic development of regions. Problems
of the poorer regions has deepened as a result of
persistent aspects, such as for example insufficiently
developed infrastructure, slow tempo of building the
transport network, less evolving business environment
and also lower educational level of the population.

These regional disparities between regions can
be seen also within the at-risk-of-poverty rate. In the
previous years the highest poverty was in the region of
PreSov. Taking into account the national poverty line
we can divide individual regions into 3 groups in terms
of level of the at-risk-of-poverty rate. The highest at-
risk-of-poverty rate was recorded in the regions of
PreSov and Banska Bystrica (18.4% and 17.6%). The
second group is represented by regions KoSice and
Zilina, where the poverty rate is slightly higher than is
on the level of SR. The region of Bratislava remains at
least vulnerable region in terms of poverty, where at-
risk-of-poverty rate was at level 4.3%. Below the level
of the SR there were also all three regions of Western
Slovakia - regions of Nitra, Trnava and Trencin
(10.8%, 7.9% and 6.6%). In terms of year on year
comparison at-risk-of-poverty rate decrease in all
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PreSovského, KoSického a Banskobystrického kraja,
kde doSlo krastu. NajvacSi pokles miery rizika
chudoby bol v Trnavskom a Nitrianskom kraji (1,9
a13pb.).

regions excluding the regions of PreSov, KoSice and
Banska Bystrica, where there was anincrease. The
largest decrease at-risk-of-poverty rate was in the
region of Trnava and Nitra (1.9 and 1.3 pp).

Vek a pohlavie su faktory, ktoré mdzu vyraznou
mierou vplyvat na mieru rizika chudoby.

Z hladiska pohlavia zostava ohrozenie rizikom
chudoby priblizne na rovnakej urovni (podiel Zien
ohrozenych rizikom chudoby bol 0 0,1 p. b. vy38i ako
u muzov). NajvyraznejSie sa rodové disparita prejavila
vo vekovej kategorii 65 ro¢ni a starsi. V tejto vekovej
skupine boli Zeny 1,4-nésobne CastejSie vystavené
riziku chudoby ako muzi. Rodova disparita sa prejavila
taktiez vo vekovej kategérii 18-24 a25-49 rocni.
V tychto kategoriach boli Zeny 1,2-nasobne CastejSie
ohrozené rizikom chudoby.

Z hladiska veku mézeme povedat, ze deti su
vystavené vySSiemu riziku chudoby ako dospelé
a starSie osoby. Osoby vo veku 0-17 rokov celkovo
tvoria najzranitelnejSiu vekovu skupinu. Ich miera
rizika chudoby bola na Urovni 20,5 % a bola odrazom
prijmovej situécie doméacnosti, v ktorej dieta Zilo.
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Age and gender are factors that can have
significantly influence on at-risk-of-poverty rate.

In terms of gender at-risk-of-poverty remains
approximately at the same level (percentage of women
at-risk-of-poverty was by 0.1 pp higher than in case of
men). Gender disparity was the most significant in age
group of 65 years old and over. In this age category
women were 1.4 fold more frequently exposed at-risk-
of-poverty than men. The gender disparity was showed
also in the age group of 18-24 and 25-49 years. In
these groups women were 1.2 fold more at-risk-of-
poverty.

In terms of age we can say that children are more
at-risk-of-poverty than adult and elderly people.
Generally, persons aged 0-17 years represent the
most vulnerable age group. Their at-risk-of-poverty
rate was at the level 20.5% and was reflection of
income situation of households in which the child lived.

The results of the EU SILC 2018 indicated,
that according to economic activity status persons not
at work (16.2%) were 2.7 times more at-risk-of-poverty
than working persons (6.0%).

According to results from EU SILC 2018 in
Slovakia there were more at-risk-of-poverty that part of
population living in rented dwelling (27.0%) than those
ones, who were owners of the dwelling or lived in
accommodation provided free (11.0%). In comparison
with previous year, the situation concerning owners
was not significantly changed - the share of persons at-
risk-of-poverty decreased by 0.2 pp. For persons living
in rented dwelling, the share of persons at-risk-of-
poverty increased by 2.6 pp.

In terms of individual age groups, people aged
18-64, who are in rented dwelling, were more at risk of
poverty (23.0%).

Disparity in  at-risk-of-poverty rate by
accommodation tenure status between women and
men was not in term of the whole population of
Slovakia so significant.

2.3 Material and severe material deprivation
rate by selected age groups, gender and by
at-risk-of-poverty status

Indicator material rate is defined as the
percentage of population with an enforced lack of at
least three out of nine material deprivation items in the
economic strain and durables dimension.

In calculation of indicator these nine items are taken
into account:

1) arrears on mortgage or rent payments, utility
bills, hire purchase instalments or other loan
payments,

2) capacity to afford paying for one week's annual
holiday away from home,

3) capacity to afford a meal with meat, chicken,
fish (or vegetarian equivalent) every second
day,

4) capacity to face unexpected financial
expenses set as amount corresponding to the
monthly national at-risk-of-poverty threshold of
the previous year,

5) household cannot afford a telephone (including
mobile phone),

6) household cannot afford a colour TV,

7) household cannot afford a washing machine,

) household cannot afford a car,

9) ability of the household to pay for keeping its
home adequately warm.

In general, the most often faced to enforced
lack those persons, who were at-risk-of-poverty.

Material deprivation rate in the individual age
groups showed a contradictory effect in the case of
persons above and below at-risk-of-poverty threshold.
The most deprived persons were in the age group 18-
64 years old, which found themselves below at-risk-of-
poverty threshold - 50.2% and in the contrary, if their
income was above at-risk-of-poverty threshold - they
were the least deprived groups (11.4%).

Severe material deprivation rate kept on the
same level as in the previous year.
In long term period, there is agradual decline in
severe deprived persons - by 2.0 pp compared to
2015. Decrease was also recorded in all age groups.

In terms of male/female differences, the most
stabile age group were persons 18-64 years old. The
most significant male/female difference occurred in
age group 65 years old and over (1.5 pp).

In terms of age, severe material deprivation rate
is the most evident in age group 0 - 17 years old, i.e.
children were the most severe deprived of all age
groups (9.0%).

If monetary poverty status has taken into account
in severe material deprivation rate, then from individual
age groups with income below at-risk-of-poverty
threshold, the group of persons at the age 65 and
over, was one of the least severe deprived group
(23.4%). On the contrary, in the case of persons with
income above at-risk-of-poverty threshold, this age
group was the most severe deprived (5.9%).

In category of households without dependent
children, the most vulnerable group represented one
adult household aged less than 65 years old
(14.4%). In the case of one adult households, men
(13.1%) were more often severe deprived than
women (11.5%).

4 Very low work intensity rate

Very low work intensity rate is defined as the
percentage of persons, who live in households with
very low work intensity (less than 20%), to overall
population.

Work intensity of household refers to the ratio
between the number of months that all ,,working age*
household members have been working during the
income reference year and the total number of months
that could theoretically have been worked by the same
household members. Definition of working age refers
to persons aged 18 to 59 years old with exception of
persons, who are students aged 18 to 24 years old.

According to EU SILC 2018 totaly 5.2% of
population lived in Slovakia in households with very
low work intensity. Compared to the last year, the rate
of very low work intensity has decreased by 0.2 pb.

In very low work intensity rate by regions
significant regional differences occured. The highest
percentage of persons, who were vulnerable from the
view of low work intensity, was in regions of Banska
Bystrica (10.5%). Also regions of KoSice and PreSov
(9.9% and 7.9%) were above average value expressed
for the whole Slovakia. On the contrary, population of
regions of Zilina, Nitra, Trenéin and Trnava, was less
in danger of low work intensity, while the low work
intensity rate had the lowest value in the case of region
of Bratislava (1.9%).

2.5 Dispersion around the at-risk-of-poverty

threshold by gender

Indicator dispersion around the at-risk-of-poverty
threshold is defined as the percentage of persons,
over the total population, with an equivalised
disposable income below 40%, 50% and 70% of the
national median equivalised disposable income.

In connection with capturing of the dispersion
around the at-risk-of-poverty threshold in Slovakia
3.3% of persons had income lower than 40% of
median equivalent disposable income, 6.3% of
persons had income below 50% of median and even
16.7% of persons had income below 70% of median
equivalent disposable income.

Similarly as in total at-risk-of-poverty rate (60% of
median), also in the case of at-risk-of-poverty rate with
threshold defined as 40% and 50% of median, gender
disparity was not so significant. In the case of
threshold 40% of median there were more men than
women at risk of poverty (by 0.4 pp). There equally at-
risk-of-poverty were - men and women (6.3%) in the
case of threshold 50% of median. For poverty
threshold defined as 70% of median, on the contrary
were women more at-risk-of-poverty than men - by 0.8

2.6 Inequality of income distribution: $80/S20
income quintile share ratio

Indicator S80/S20 income quintile share ratio is
the ratio of the sum of equivalised disposable income
received by the 20 % of the country’s population with
the highest equivalised disposable income (top inter-
quintile interval) to that received by the 20% of the
country’s population with the lowest equivalised
disposable income (lowest inter-quintile interval).

Coefficient can theoretically gain values from 1 to
infinite values, however practically in EU countries it
gains maximum values from range 2 to 12. The higher
is value of this coefficient, the higher are total incomes
of 20% of the richest persons in society in proportion to
total incomes of 20% of the poorest persons.

In Slovakia, regional differences decrease
compared to last year. Values of indicator S80/S20 for
region of Bratislava are approximately at the same
level like the average value expressed for the whole
Slovakia (2,9) and income inequality was by 0.6 pp.
lower than the last year.

the 20% of persons with the highest incomes is almost
3 times higher than the sum of incomes received by
20% of persons with the lowest incomes. The highest
income inequality happened in region of Banska
Bystrica (3.7), in region of KoSice (3.5) and regions of
PreSov (3.4). The lowest income inequality according
to this indicator occurred in region of Trencin (2.4), in
region of Nitra and Zilina (2.7 and 2.8).

2.7 Inequality of income distribution: Gini
coefficient

Gini coefficient belongs to the best known
indicators of inequality of income distribution - is
defined as the relationship of cumulative shares of the
population arranged according to the level of
equivalised disposable income, to the cumulative
share of the equivalised total disposable income
received by them.

While indicator S80/S20 in term of income
compares only top and lowest parts of society, Gini
coefficient takes into account income of whole
population. Gini coefficient can theoretically gain
values from 0 to 1 or in percentage expression, values
from 0% to 100%.

If in society absolute equality of incomes existed,
Gini coefficient would have value 0%. On the other
hand, if all incomes in society belonged only to one
person, then Gini coefficient would have value 100%.
The higher is value of Gini coefficient, the higher is
inequality of income distribution in society.

The lowest
values (as well as in S80/S20 indicator) occurred in
regions of Trengin, Nitra and Zilina (16.3, 18.7 and
18.8).

2.8 At-risk-of-poverty rate before social
transfers by selected age groups and by
gender

The at-risk-of-poverty rate before social transfers
is expressed through two individual indicators:

- Atrisk-of-poverty rate before social transfers,
except old-age and survivors benefits

Indicator is based on definition of income, which
includes pensions (i.e. old-age and survivors’
benefits), but excludes other social transfers.

- At-risk-of-poverty rate before all social transfers
(including old-age and survivors benefits)

Indicator is based on definition of income, which
excludes all social transfers, i.e. not take into
account neither pensions (old-age and survivors’
benefits).

In EU SILC survey we consider as social transfers:

family/children-related allowances,
housing allowances,

unemployment benefits,

old-age benefits,

survivors' benefits,

sickness benefits,

disability benefits,

education-related allowances,

social exclusion not elsewhere classified.

For specific groups of population social protection
through different social transfers plays very important
role in fight against poverty. If there are taken into
account of all social transfers received only old-age
and survivor’s benefits in total equivalised disposable
personal income, so in observed period 2018 there will
be 17.7% of population at-risk-of-poverty (Table 2.8.1).
If there are not taken into account any of all social
transfers received (including old-age and survivor’'s
benefits), then total at-risk-of-poverty rate before all
social transfers will be more than two times higher - on
37.1% (Table 2.8.2).

In term of gender, in the case of at-risk-of-poverty
rate before all social transfers, women were more
affected by the risk of poverty than men.

The most significant differences in both indicators
happened in breakdown by selected age groups. After
taking into account old-age and survivor’s benefits, the
most vulnerable group represented children aged 0 -
17 years old (28.6%), vice-versa, in much better
situation were persons aged 65 and over (9.8%).
However if we do not take into account any of all
social tramnsfers received inequivalised disposable
personal income, the most vulnerable group has
become persons aged 65 years old and over. At-risk-
of-poverty rate before all social transfers was in this
group of population (pensioners) transfers was in this
group of population (pensioners) 2.1 times higher than
average value of this at-risk-of-poverty rate expressed
for whole population of Slovakia and more than eight
times higher than was in the case of the same age
group of population after taking into account old-age
and survivor's benefits in equivalised disposable
income.

The highest annual decrease was
recorded in age group 0-17 years old, where the
poverty rate was at level 10.9% (an decrease by 0.6
pp). In the case of the elderly - 65 years and older-
at-risk-of poverty rate anchored at a fixed moment in
time increased by 0.4 pp (1.9%).

In terms of the development risk of poverty rate
anchored at afixed moment in time, we can state
increase of this indicator over the period 2012-2014,
but since year 2015 it has decreased.



3. Stratégia Eurdpa 2020 a jej ciele

- udrZatelny rast: podpora efektivnej8ich zdrojov a
zdrojov viac ohladuplnejSich k prostrediu,
podpora konkurenénejSej ekonomiky,

- inkluzivny rast: podpora hospodarstva s vysokou
mierou zamestnanosti poskytujicou socialnu a
Uzemnu kohéziu.

V stratégii sa stanovilo pat hlavnych cielov,
ktoré vymedzuju, aky pokrok by mala EU dosiahnut
do roku 2020:

- podiel fudi, ktori predCasne ukoncia Skolsku

- 0 20 miliénov ludi menej by malo byt ohrozenych
chudobou.

Na zaklade uvedenych ciefov bude mozné
prostrednictvom meratelnych indikatorov sledovat
tempo hospodarskeho rastu.

Na meranie ciefa v oblasti socialnej inkluzie, t.;.
do roku 2020 vymanit zrizika chudoby a socialnej
exklizie 20 milibnov ludi, sa stanovilo zoskupenie
indikdtorov na meranie rizika chudoby
alebo socialneho vyliéenia. Zoskupenie indikatorov
vznika kombinaciou troch Ciastkovych indikatorov —
miery rizika chudoby, miery zévaznej materidlnej
deprivacie a miery velmi nizkej pracovnej intenzity a
je definovany ako pocCet fudi, ktori st ohrozeni rizikom
chudoby a/alebo s zavazne materidlne deprivovani
alalebo Ziju v domécnosti s velmi nizkou pracovnou
intenzitou.

The Europe 2020 Strategy and its targets

At the beginning of 2010 the European
Commision launched strategy for ensuring smart,
sustainable and inclusive growth, i.e. the Europe 2020
Strategy, which sets out a vision for Europe’s social
market economy over the next decade. This new
vision, replacing previous the Lisbon strategy, rests on
three interlocking and mutually reinforcing priority
areas aimed at:

- smarth growth: developing an economy based on
knowledge and inovation,

- sustainable growth: promoting resources-efficient
and resources more considerate to the environment,
promoting more competitive economy,

- inclusive growth: fostering a high-employment
economy delivering social and territorial cohesion.

In the Strategy there were identified five
representative headline targets, which define where
the EU should be by 2020:

- employment rate of the population aged 20-64
should be minimum 75%,

- level of investments into research and
development should be at least 3% of the EU's
GDP,

- to reduce greenhouse gas emissions by at least
20% compared to 1990 levels or by 30%, if the
conditions are right; increase the share of
renewable energy sources in our final energy
consumption to 20%; and a 20% increase in
energy efficiency,

- the share of early school leavers should be under
10% and at least 40% of the younger generation
should have a university degree or diploma,

- 20 million less people should be at risk of
poverty.

On the base of mentioned targets it will be
possible to track economic progress through
measurable indicators.

For measuring target in social inclusion area, i.e.
to reduce by 20 million number of persons at-risk-of-
poverty and social exclusion by 2020, grouping of
indicators for measurement at-risk of poverty or
social exclusion was determined. Grouping of
indicators is created by combination of three partial
indicators — at-risk-of-poverty rate, severe material
deprivation rate and very low work intensity rate and it
is defined like number of persons who are at-risk-of-
poverty and/or are severe materially deprived and/or
live in households with very low work intensity.

Miera velmi nizkej pracovnej intenzity
vyjadruje podiel osob, ktoré Zziju v domacnostiach s
velmi nizkou pracovnou intenzitou (menej nez 20%), k
celkovej populacii®.

3.1 Grouping of indicators for measurement

at-risk of poverty or social exclusion

In defining of grouping of indicators at-risk of
poverty or social exclusion indicator it arises from
multidimentional approach to measuring poverty. It
means that in grouping of indicators there are also
other two dimensions taken into account - material
deprivation and exclusion from labour market in
addition to income poverty concept. At-risk of poverty
or social exclusion indicator of poverty or social
exclusion is created by combination of three partial
indicators:

- at-risk-of-poverty rate,
- severe material deprivation rate,
- very low work intensity rate.

The at-risk-of poverty rate is defined as the
percentage of persons in the total population with an
equivalised disposable income below the at-risk-of-
poverty threshold. The at-risk-of poverty threshold is
set at 60% of the national median equivalised
disposable income.

Severe material deprivation rate is defined as
the percentage of population with an enforced lack of
at least four out of nine material deprivation items? in
the economic strain and durables dimension.

Very low work intensity rate is defined as the
percentage of persons, who live in households with
very low work intensity (less than 20%), to total
population3. Work intensity of household refers to the
ratio between the number of months that all ,,working
age“ household members have been working during
the income reference year and the total number of
months that could theoretically have been worked by
the same household members. Definition of working
age refers to persons aged 18 to 59 years old with
exception of persons, who are students aged 18 to 24
years old.

(picture 3.1), it is actually the sum of all joint
intersections of three partial indicators mentioned

above (the at-risk-of-poverty rate, severe material
deprivation rate and very low work intensity rate).

At-risk-of-poverty rate (in picture 3.1) is created
by sum of percentage of persons, who are only at-
risk-of-poverty (7.4%) plus percentage of persons,
who are both atrisk-of-poverty and severely
materially deprived (1.7%) plus percentage of
persons, who are both at-risk-of-poverty and live in
household with low work intensity (1.1%) and plus
percentage of persons, who fall into joint intersection
of all three partial indicators (2.0%).

Other two partial indicators are created in the
same way, i.e. by sum of percentage of persons of
individual joint intersections of partial indicators.

In term of income poverty, since beginning of
the survey Slovakia has belong to countries with the
lowest at-risk-of-poverty rate within EU. According to
EU SILC 2018 there were 12.2% of Slovak population
below at-risk-of-poverty.

Also severe material deprivation rate was in
Slovakia rather lower among all EU countries and in
the long run it has an ever-decreasing trend.

In observed period there were deprived 7.0%
persons (percentage of deprived persons kept at the
same level as in previous year).

Very low work intensity rate was 4.1% according
to EU SILC 2018 data.

Arising from percentage of vulnerable persons
according to intersections of individual partial
indicators is evident, that the highest percentage of
persons are persons who are only at-risk-of-poverty
or only felt material deprivation (7.4% and 3.1%).
Share of persons, who only lived in households with
very low work intensity refers to 0.7%. In the case of
income poverty, higher correlation with very low work
intensity is shown than in the case of material
deprivation (1.1%, i.e. joint intersection between at-
risk-of-poverty and very low work intensity rate
compared to 0.3% what means intersection between
severe material deprivation rate and very low work
intensity rate).Through the joint intersection of all
three partial indicators, we receive the most
vulnerable group of persons, in which occurs the
accumulation of all risks. According to EU SILC 2018
it referes to 2.0% of Slovak population, to whom
should be paid the most of attention in terms of
fighting against poverty or social exclusion in
Slovakia.

In Slovakia, the share of population at-risk-of
poverty or social exclusion has declined from 2005 to
2009 (from 32.0% to 19.6%). Due to impact of the
economic crisis it has risen slightly (to 20.6% in 2010

(priemer 6,7).

People of Nitra region were less at-risk of poverty or
social exclusion (13.1%). and the risk of poverty or
social exclusion was at least felt by people in regions
of Bratislava, Trenéin and Trnava.

4. Selected wellbeing data

Ad-hoc modul aimed at subjective wellbeing of
Slovak housdeholds was incorporated into EU SILC
2018 survey.

Respondents used scale from 0 to 10 in their

responses, where 10 means completely satisfied and
0 not at all satisfied.
The highest average satisfaction was expressed by
Slovak people with personal relationships with family,
friends and neighbours (8.2) and with current job (7.1).
On the contrary, the worst was satisfaction with
finacial situation of households, where average is 5.9
and with the time use for hobbies (average 6.7).

Overal life satisfaction, or evaluation of life as
awhole - was represented by 7, what means that
people are rather satisfied than unsatisfied. People
were satisfied with their life at the same level as five
years ago (they reported value 7), when the same
modul was incorporated into the survey (EU SILC
2013).

In terms of sex, males and females were
satisfied at the same level (the level of satisfaction
had the value 7.1).

In terms of age disaggregation, older persons -
aged 75 and over - represented the least satisfied
group. Feeling of satisfaction with their life in this age
group decreased to value 5.9. We can state that
satisfaction rate with life decreases proportionally to
getting older.

Ak zohladnime medzinarodné hladisko (Udaje zo
zistovania EU SILC 2013), tak najviac spokojni so
Zivotom boli obyvatelia Svajgiarska (8,0), najmenej
obyvatelia Bulharska (4,8).

Spokojnost s financnou  situaciou sa prejavila
hlavne v severskych krajinach ako je Finsko Svédsko,
Nérsko (7,5) a v Dansku (7,6).

Spokojnost s osobnymi vztahmi a priatelmi bola
najvyssia u obyvatelov Svaj¢iarska (8,7), Déanska a
Rakuska (8,5). Naopak najmenej spokojni so svojimi
osobnymi vztahmi boli obyvatelia Bulharska (5,7).

If taking into account the international viewpoint
(data from EU SILC 2013 survey) the most satisfied
with life was population of Switzerland (8.0), the least
satisfied was population of Bulgary (4.8).

Satisfaction with finacial situation was recorded
mainly in Nordic countries, such as Finland, Sweden,
Norway (7.5) and in Denmark (7.6).

Satisfaction with personal relationships and
friends was the highest in case of Swiss population
(8.7), Danish and Austrian population (8.5). On the
contrary, the least satisfied with personal relationships
were Burgarian citizens (5.7).

Rovnako by sa nemali
uprednostriovat  ekonomické dimenzie pred inymi
aspektami socialneho vylucenia.

Provided responses from selected persons,
collaborating on the survey, led to several generalized
conclusions. Accordingly in average, people living in
richer countries are more satisfied with their life than
those living in poorer countries. In each country in
certain moment richer people are more satisfied with
their life, but their satisfaction does not increase due
to increase of their income and increase of average
income of the country does not mean increase of
satisfaction.

Relation with personal income and subjective
wellbaing is very important in measuring poverty.
There should be taken into account also changes in
understanding wellbeing in setting up social
programes to reduce poverty. Similarly, economic
dimensions should not be prioritized over other
aspects of social exclusion.

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CONCLUSION

Offered publication have the goal to provide
summary of selected indicators of poverty and social
exclusion, for which as data source is sample
statistical survey EU SILC 2018.

Almost all indicators, which are listed in this
publication, are based on poverty measurement from
equivalised disposable household incomes defined in
EU SILC survey. For purpose of more complex
comprehension of impacts of poverty and social
exclusion, income indicators are supplemented by
analysis of income inequalites and material
deprivation.

The most extensive part of publication (chapter
2.2) is aimed at analysing at-risk-of-poverty rate
broken down by regions, age groups and gender,
household type, the most frequent activity status and
accommodation tenure status. From analysed data
was confirmed that in Slovakia regional disparities
show at-risk-of-poverty rate. The lowest at-risk-of-
poverty rate was in region of Bratislava and the highest
one in regions of PreSov and Banska Bystrica. In term
of age and household type, the most vulnerable group
in view of at-risk-of-poverty represented children aged
0-17 years old, incomplete households and
households with higher number of children (3 and
more). Active participation in labour market and social
protection in form of old-age benefits plays important
role in fight against poverty. Chapter 2.8 is aimed at
analysis of impacts of social transfers on poverty and
social exclusion (at-risk-of-poverty rate before social
transfers). In specific groups of persons (aged 65
years old and over) social transfers play key role in
fight against poverty.

Approving the Europe 2020 Strategy, indicator of
multidimensional character, i.e. at-risk of poverty or
social exclusion indicator, has gained ground. The
goal of SO SR is to ensure its calculation through EU
SILC and so unables monitoring of its development in
realtion to meeting defined target of the Strategy at
national and European level. In publication chapter 3 is
aimed at the Europe 2020 Strategy and at-risk of
poverty or social exclusion indicator in more details.

The part of publication is charts and maps, which
are aimed at selected indicators of at-risk-of-poverty
rate, material deprivation and income inequality.
